It was known that  we have a poor 

health infrastructure, but what this intensity of spreading has revealed is the inadequacy of 

proper planning as well as misuse  of the rules & regulations. Considering the situation as 

unprecedented, and also admiring the good will of the Health Minister of the state and also 

acknowledging the effort he has  exerted so far, still it appears that the preparation had to be 

more precise. By now people have begun to loss confidence, they are no more convinced by 

mere announcements.

This mournful incident again attracted 

people to raise voice in favor of capital punishment in social media. It is also time to evaluate 

our grooming system . We should remember and understand that despite all our established 

standards, society is producing such criminals also. Present DGP of the state is known as an 

able officer. We are hopeful that  Mr.Bhaskar Jyoti Mohonta and his team will be successful 

to find out the actual reason of the crime and  will ensure exemplary punishment for the 

culprit at the earliest. We also demand and seek his attention to the unsolved missing cases of 

two children Supriya-Subrata of Malinibil, Silchar and Neha Bakti of Assam University 

kidnapping case. Hope,those families will also get justice soon.
